The Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) program prepared and transmitted 766
returns, an increase of 9% over 2010. The Library was the top producer again this year
among all the agencies who participated.

The Library produced or sponsored 55 public forums and dialogues with a wide range
of partners. More than 3,280 attended all the events.

Hartford Public Library is a vital community technology hub that tens of thousands
of residents rely on as their first, and generally only, choice for access to computers and
the Internet. Library customers logged 262,900 sessions on our public computers.

English as a Second Language
programming increased by 557% (from 7 to 46 programs) and as a result attendance
was up 341% (from 29 to 128). Literary programs increased twofold, attended

by 421 people. And more than 700 people attended 33 exhibits displayed in the

library branches.
